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As reported in the New York Times, Micron announced the siting of a chip factory complex in the Town of Clay, located
north of Syracuse, NY. Micron has retained a team of Hodgson attorneys (Chris Canada (Albany), Glen Doherty (Albany),
Chris Doyle (Buffalo), Terry Gilbride (Buffalo), John Godwin (Buffalo), Joe Scott (Albany) and Jeff Swiatek (Buffalo)) to
handle IDA, construction, real estate, tax and labor matters. The firm has already handled a significant amount of work of
the matter relating to the structuring and completion of a Project Labor Agreement with the local trade unions through the
efforts of Glen Doherty, with support by John Godwin and Jeff Swiatek.
